Section 91 Balderdash

Cutout the 3 definitions on each of the 3 pages below.  Have three students come up at a time.  Have each read the word and give a definition as noted on the paper. Afterwards have the class vote on whose definition they believe was the correct one.  Do not tell them whose definition was the correct one.  Have them read D&C 91 to figure out the correct definition.

Pseudepigrapha: (Fake Definition) An imitation with avoids copyright restrictions. (You may also make up your own definition)
